
CONSTITUTION 

of the BRITISH COLUMBIA TRAPPERS ASSOCIATION 

 

1. The name of the Association is “BC TRAPPERS ASSOCIATION” hereinafter referred to 

as the “BCTA” or the “Association”. 

2. Purposes of the Association shall be: 

a. To promote sound, humane furbearer use and management through support and 
application of research and education, and through cooperation with other fur related 
organizations. 

b. To promote and support natural biodiversity through promotion of protection and/or 

appropriate science and data based management of wildlife habitat. 

c. To represent trappers’ interests at the provincial, national and international levels. 

d. To promote the general welfare of the trappers of British Columbia 

e. To promote communication, information and dialogue among trappers. 

3. The operations of the Association are to be chiefly carried out in the province of British Columbia.
